Otonabee Conserva�on is a locally-focused, community-based environmental agency 
that protects, restores, and manages the natural resources within the Otonabee Region 
watershed. Otonabee Conserva�on works with its eight member municipali�es to create 
a healthy, environmentally-diverse watershed that improves the quality of life for 
residents, makes our area more appealing to visitors and new business, and helps to 
ensure a more vibrant regional economy.

Conserva�on Authori�es across the province protect the environment on a watershed 
basis. Our land and water resources are connected and impact each other, so managing 
these resources on a watershed basis is recognized as the best way to protect the 
environment.

Otonabee Conserva�on delivers programs and services that support the sustainability of 
the environment, within the physical and economic context of the watershed and in 
considera�on of the social, cultural, and economic aspira�ons of its residents.

We deliver the Authority’s permi�ng 
responsibili�es, ensuring compliance to Ontario 
Regula�on 167/06 and related policies, with �mely 
customer service and appropriate enforcement 
ac�on.

We meet the Authority’s delegated responsibility 
to represent the provincial interest in natural 
hazards through �mely engagement with member 
municipali�es in the review of applica�ons under 
the Planning Act.

We acquire and maintain floodplain mapping to 
be�er understand flood risks throughout our 
watershed.

We operate a flood forecas�ng and warning system 
to ensure that residents and municipali�es are 
aware of poten�al flood-related events in a �mely 
manner; during storm events, we support 
municipally-led emergency response.

We monitor watershed condi�ons to detect low 
water condi�ons and support the Otonabee Region 
Water Response Team in responding to low water 
events.

We deliver water safety and natural hazard  
educa�on programs to keep watershed residents 
safer from hazards.

We operate and maintain water and ice control 
structures ensuring that they are in safe working 
order and that public safety measures are in place.

We support municipali�es in the Otonabee- 
Peterborough Source Protec�on Authority to 
implement the policies of the Trent Source 
Protec�on Plan and meet the requirements of the 
Clean Water Act.

We provide administra�ve support to the 
Otonabee-Peterborough Source Protec�on 
Authority to meet all of their obliga�ons under 
the Trent Source Protec�on Plan and the Clean 
Water Act.

We fulfill the Authority’s obliga�ons outlined in 
the agreements with municipali�es to:

Enforce Part IV of the Clean Water Act 
through ac�vi�es of the Risk Management 
Office and to ensure compliance with the 
Trent Source Protec�on Plan and the Clean 
Water Act.

Develop and implement an Educa�on and 
Outreach Program, as required by the Trent 
Source Protec�on Plan policies.

We contribute to the maintenance of a healthy and resilient natural environment.

We contribute to the protec�on of exis�ng and future sources of municipal 
drinking water by delivering the du�es, func�ons, and responsibili�es of a 
source protec�on authority under the Clean Water Act.

We deliver water quality and quan�ty monitoring 
programs in partnership with various provincial 
agencies.

CONSERVATION LANDS MANAGEMENT WARSAW CAVES CONSERVATION AREA

BEAVERMEAD CAMPGROUND

We ensure the proper management and 
stewardship of 10,300 acres of land owned by the 
Authority.

We operate several free day-use conserva�on 
areas for outdoor recrea�on ac�vi�es including 
hiking, biking, geo-caching, nature viewing, 
boa�ng, picnicking, fishing, and swimming. 

We operate Warsaw Caves Conserva�on Area for 
day-use ac�vi�es including hiking, biking, 
geo-caching, nature viewing, boa�ng, picnicking, 
fishing, swimming, spelunking, and group and 
family camping. This includes canoe rentals and 
retail sales for items such as ice, firewood, and 
headlamps.

We operate Beavermead Campground for group, 
public, and seasonal camping, on behalf of the City 
of Peterborough. This includes canoe rentals and 
retail sales for items such as firewood and Ice.

We provide recrea�onal opportuni�es in the natural environment.

Warsaw Caves Conserva�on Area, 2016

We manage and conserve lands owned by the Authority for the protec�on of biodiversity 
and natural heritage including the preserva�on of areas of significant environmental and 
ecological importance; we also provide opportuni�es for outdoor recrea�on.

We operate Lakefield Campground for public and 
seasonal camping, on behalf of the Township of 
Selwyn. This includes canoe rentals and retail sales 
for items such as firewood and ice.
